KATE (CONT’D)

Edwin stares at her in shock.
 

EDWIN
What?

 
KATE

I’m pregnant.
 

EDWIN
I don’t understand. We’ve been so 
careful.

 
KATE

Condoms aren’t 100% effective, 
Edwin. And I was hoping you’d have 
a different reaction.

 
EDWIN

I just never thought this would 
happen.

 
Kate frowns.
 

KATE
This is a good thing, Edwin. Are 
there any names you think might 
work?

KATE

hug.
 

ARIEL

you! 
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KATE
Edwin’s not sold on the idea.

 
EDWIN

It’s just come as a surprise, 
that’s all.

 
ARIEL

Edwin, relax. It might not even be 
yours. Could be your brother’s.

 
Kate blanches.
 

EDWIN
What?!

 
KATE

Ariel.
 
Ariel looks from Kate to Edwin and back again.
 

ARIEL
You said you’d tell him!

 
KATE

I was going to tell him today.
 

ARIEL
Oh. Sorry.

 
EDWIN

Kate? What’s she talking about?
 
Kate sighs.
 

KATE
Six weeks ago was Haley and 
Lacey’s 21st birthday party. Haley 
got super drunk, hit on half the 
guest, and crashed into the cake. 
Lacey sampled all of the liquor 
available and set off fireworks. 
Our mother blamed me for not being 
able to keep them in line and said 
I was a disappointment. Anyway, I 
drank a little too much and when I 
got here, Griffin was lying down 
on the bed reading Moby Dick, and 
I thought he was you.

ARIEL

KATE

KATE

KATE

They’re identical twins, Ariel.
